Playground.  Following the annual safety inspection report, maintenance will be carried out on the equipment. The new playthings are well used and appreciated; and fund raising continues to get some more installations

Highways.  The County Highways Department is undergoing radical reorganisation. It is hoped that cuts in personnel and funding will not affect our roads too much. However, more self help is inevitable in such tasks as clearing gulley sand cutting back overgrowth. The Parish Council cannot afford to employ a lengthsman – without increasing the precept on council tax massively.

Winter Grit. A few more grit bins will be installed. Please would anyone with dry storage be able to offer a home to a ‘dumpy bag’ of salt grit – kept locally for local use? Contact the clerk.

Open Gates. Especially during the summer countryside walking season, pleased would residents keep an eye out for open gates. There have been many wandering animals lately; not safe.

Renewable energy. The Parish Council is caught in a dilemma of wanting to support transition to renewable energy sources, but not supporting suggestions of plans damaging the environment for local residents. This will be discussed at the next meeting. Ideas welcome.
